1765 — Stamp Act passed; riots occur in Bostonadhelr cities.

1766— Stamp Actrepealed; great celebrations.

1767 —Townshend Actspassed which levied taxes on British imports inekica such
as paper, glass, lead, paints and tea, the moatgydgeverage in the colonies. Non-
importation boycott begins.

1770 — Parliament repeals all taxes except orf@ea{penny-per-pound tax on tea.
March 5, the Boston Massacre

1773 — Boston Tea Party

1774 —“Intolerable Acts” passed to punish Boston for the destroyed teae ¢lte
town’s port and abolish all elected, popular govesnt.

Patriots organize the Minute Men.

September, First Continental Congress meets irma@tiphia.

1775 - April 19,Lexington and ConcordBritish troops march to Concord

to seize “rebel” supplies. Alarmed by Paul Revere William Dawes, the
Minute Men stand on Lexington Green. At daybreakfttst shots of the war are fired.

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- June 17Battle of Bunker Hill. Americans fortify Charlestown, overlooking Boston
from the north. British troops suffer over 1,00@alties as they take the Americans’
fort.
